Joy: Pro-LGBT
governance to
continue in QC

IN LINE with Pride Month, Quezon
City Mayor-elect Joy Belmonte on
Thursday promised to continuation
a  gender-responsive  governance
through comprehensive gender and
development programs and projects
supporting the lesbian, gays, bi-
sexual, and transgender community.
“In the new administration, we will
definitely continue our commitment
to making Quezon City a safe space
that respects the rights of all people,”
Belmonte said.
