WHEREAS, the HYX 16t World Wushu Championships (WWC} was
held last November 16-20, 2023, in Fort Worth, Texas, USA, and is hosted
by the International Wushu Federation (IWUF), which features the highest
competitive level within the sport;
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WHEREAS, the 16th edition of the event was hosted and organized
by the United States of America Wushu-Kungfu Federation (USAWKF)
under the auspices of the IWUF;

WHEREAS, Wushu is the umbrella term for all martial art styles
originating in China; it includes disciplines ranging from tai chi to full
contact fighting. Known more colloquially as Kungfu, many former wushu
competitors have pursued Hollywood careers as actors, stuntpersons,
and fight coordinators. For competition purposes, wushu has been
standardized with two categories: Taolu and Sanda. Both offer cinematic
visuals that light up the competition carpet and the full-contact fighting
platform;

WHEREAS, the Team Philippines bagged its only Gold Medal in the
Men'’s Taolu Group Competition, with the group composed of Mark Lester
Ragay, Vincent Ventura and Mark Anthony Polo;

WHEREAS, the Team Philippines was also awarded the Silver
Medal in the Women'’s Taijiquan Competition, delivered by Agatha Wong;

WHEREAS, it is fitting and proper for the Quezon City Government
to recognize and commend the hard work and determination of the Team
Philippines who represented the Country at the 16t World Wushu
Championships in Fort Worth, Texas, USA, and who brought honor and
pride to our City and our Country.
