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To protect them from the risk of acquiring various diseases such as the coronavirus 
disease, the Quezon City (QC) local government has ramped up its rescue operation 
e�orts for street dwellers roaming around the city’s major thorough fares.

Dubbed as “Oplan Kalin gang QC,” the cam paign aims to reach out to va grants and bring 
them home to their re spec tive barangays or even prov inces.
Task Force Disi plina and the city’s So cial Ser vices De vel op ment De part ment (SSDD) are 
conduct ing the op er a tions, bring ing the dwellers to the pro cess ing cen ter in Barangay NS 
Amoranto.
Op er a tions in the past three days have al ready reached 425 street dwellers, in clud ing some 
in dige nous peo ple or Bad jaos from Pam panga and Batan gas.
Va grants brought to the pro cess ing cen ter im me di ately un dergo a med i cal check-up by the 
QC Health De part ment, fol lowed by an in ter view and as sess ment by the city’s so cial work -
ers.
Drug test ing is pro vided by the QC Anti-Drug Abuse Ad vi sory Coun cil.
Health and safety pro to cols are strictly im ple mented at the pro cess ing cen ter, as well as 
dur ing the res cue op er a tions.
Af ter de ter min ing and ver i fy ing their ad dresses, QC res i dents are brought to their re spec -
tive barangays.
They are also o� ered city pro grams, such as liveli hood, cap i tal as sis tance and ed u ca tional 
as sis tance, de pend ing on what is ap pli ca ble to them, based on the SSDD as sess ment. They 
will then be re vis ited by so cial work ers.
Street dwellers from other NCR cities are brought to their homes by SSDD and the QC Dis -
as ter Risk Re duc tion and Man age ment O� ce, while those who are from the prov inces are 
as sisted through the Ba lik Probin sya Pro gram.
QC Po lice Dis trict (QCPD) per son nel are also at the pro cess ing cen ter to en sure the se cu rity 
of the site and to is sue travel passes for those who are go ing home to the prov inces.
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Since Thursday, 17 De cem ber, the city has helped 276 va grants re turn to their re spec tive
homes.
The street dwellers also have been as sured that, in just one or
two days, they can re turn to their re spec tive homes.
QCPD will be the ones who will ar range the nec es sary doc u ments, such as med i cal cer ti� -
cate and travel pass, so that they can re turn to their province.
Nonie Me tran of SSDD said the street dwellers usu ally �ock the streets to ask for alms, es -
pe cially dur ing the Christ mas sea son.
“Even be fore there was no
pan demic, we res cued them be cause it was very dan ger ous to stay on the streets, be cause
they were ex posed to all dis eases and ac ci dents,” Me tran ex plained.
Oplan Kalin gang QC is also part of the city’s re sponse to De part ment of the In te rior and
Lo cal Gov ern ment Me moran dum Cir cu lar 2020- 145, or the con tin u a tion of the road clear -
ing op er a tion.
