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THE Que zon City gov ern ment on Thurs day an nounced that it was waiv ing tax penal ties
and ex tend ing the dead line for pay ment of busi ness taxes un til March and April of next
year, re spec tively.
Mayor Jose �na Bel monte said she signed an ordinance that waived sur charges, penal ties,
and in ter ests in curred for late or non-pay ment of busi ness taxes from the sec ond to the
fourth quar ter of 2020.
“We are do ing this in or der to pro vide eco nomic re lief to busi ness own ers amid the Covid-
19 (coro n avirus dis ease 2019) pan demic,” Bel monte said as she lauded mem bers of the city
coun cil led by Coun cilors Franz Pu maren and Vic tor Fer rer Jr.
Un der Ordinance SP- 2982, busi ness own ers who have paid sur charges and in ter est for
their de layed pay ment of the sec ond and third quar ters will also be given tax credit which
will be ap plied as their pay ment for 2021 tax obli ga tions.
The Que zon City chief ex ec u tive re it er ated that the lo cal gov ern ment rec og nizes the � nan -
cial di�  cul ties the Covid-19 pan demic brought to all sec tors, es pe cially busi nesses.
“We will con tinue to look for ways to ease the im pact of the pan demic on our lo cal econ -
omy and to en sure un in ter rupted busi ness con ti nu ity,” she said.
The city coun cil also passed an ordinance re cently ex tend ing the dead line for pay ment of
busi ness taxes from Jan uary to April next year.
The three-month ex ten sion was granted to give busi nesses re prieve and sup port as they
try to jump start their op er a tions after months of losses, the mayor stressed.
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
