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More than 3,000 per sons have been ap pre hended and �ned in Que zon City and Caloocan since Wed nes day
for vi o lat ing min i mum health pro to cols.

In Que zon City, Elmo San Diego, who heads the city’s de part ment of pub lic or der and safety, said at least
1,740 vi o la tors were ac costed yesterday dur ing law en force ment op er a tions cov er ing all 142 barangays in
the city.
The most com mon vi o la tion is the im proper wear ing of face masks, fol lowed by fail ing to wear face
shields and not ob serv ing phys i cal dis tanc ing.
The vi o la tors were brought to the Que zon Memo rial Cir cle, where they were �ned rang ing P300 to P500
and lec tured on the im por tance of com ply ing with min i mum health stan dards.
Lo cal gov ern ment units in Metro Manila have in ten si �ed the strict en force ment of minium health pro to -
cols fol low ing a surge in COVID-19 cases in the re gion.
The lo cal po lice have ac costed 1,285 res i dents since Wed nes day, most for vi o lat ing the cur few, as
Caloocan experiences a surge in COVID-19 cases.
Some of the vi o la tors were caught drink ing liquor out side their homes or fail ing to wear face masks while
in front of stores, the city gov ern ment said.
The vi o la tors were brought to barangay courts and po lice precincts, where they were given ci ta tion tick -
ets and face masks for those not wear ing one.
In Caloocan, the �ne for vi o lat ing cur few is P1,000 for the �rst o� ense and P3,000 and P5,000 for sub se -
quent o� enses. Those who fail to wear face masks are �ned P1,000 for the �rst o� ense and P5,000 for
sub se quent o� enses.
The city gov ern ment on Mon day an nounced it would re in state the rule re quir ing res i dents to present
quar an tine passes when go ing to mar ket, Mayor Os car Malap i tan said.
The Metro Manila Coun cil, com posed of may ors of Metro Manila’s 16 cities and one town, on Thurs day
night agreed to unify its cur few or di nances, set ting the cur few pe riod from 10 p.m. to 5 a.m.
As of Thurs day, there are 520 ac tive cases in Caloocan, with Barangay 171 hav ing the most num ber of ac -
tive cases at 47. The city gov ern ment said 76, out of Caloocan’s 188 barangays have no ac tive case.
The city has recorded a to tal of 15,216 con �rmed cases, with 14,208 re cov er ies and 488 deaths.
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
