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MAYOR Jose�na “Joy” Belmonte on Sunday said curfew hours in Quezon City will be 
shortened to make way for the traditional (dawn Mass).
Be gin ning December 16, cur few will be from 12 mid night to 3 a.m. Dawn masses be gin at 4 
a.m.
The gen eral com mu nity quar an tine or GCQ guide line, the mayor said, was in ac cor dance 
with the lat est pro nounce ments of the In ter A gency Task Force for the Man age ment of 
Emerg ing In fec tious Dis eases and the Metro Manila Coun cil.
“This is an im por tant part of our Christ mas cel e bra tion and cul ture and that is why even if 
we are still bat tling Covid-19 pan demic, we still want to keep the true spirit of Sim bang 
Gabi,” Bel monte said.
The mayor said churches should limit the num ber of at ten dees to 30 per cent of their ca -
pac ity. Health pro to cols such as wear ing of masks and face shields should be strictly ob -
served.
Bel monte said car ol ing will be banned.
“We also strongly dis cour age com min gling of mul ti ple house holds in ac tiv i ties such as 
large fam ily re unions,” she said, adding that nonessen tial gath er ings of more than 10 per -
sons re main strictly pro hib ited.
Persons between 15 to 65 years old are allowed to leave their homes, provided that they 
have company identi�cation, school ID or any government-issued ID.
Chil dren be low 15, mean while, will be al lowed to go out only for es sen tial needs such as 
med i cal or den tal ap point ments, but they must be ac com pa nied by a par ent or adult 
guardian.
The city’s Public A�airs and Information Services department said gatherings for essential 
work-related purposes such as business meetings, government services and humanitarian 
services shall be al lowed sub ject to health pro to cols.
Trade shows, bazaars and the like will be al lowed but or ga niz ers should se cure a per mit. 
“When ever fea si ble, gath er ings should use open- air venues or nat u rally ven ti lated in door 
venues,” Bel monte said.
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
